I have fulfilled commissions for residential, commercial and public installations.  A notable public commission was an eight-foot-tall sculptural clock on permanent display at the Christa McAuliffe Planetarium in Concord, NH.
In addition to the commissioned artwork, I have designed and developed new products for commercial companies and have had successful designs in prominent retailers throughout the United States such as Crate & Barrel.  Several of my commercial designs have received honorable mentions and won national design awards at the furniture capital of America in High Point, North Carolina.

Currently, I am the new product designer for Crown Point Cabinetry, a nationally distributed high-end custom cabinetry company.  In addition to developing new product lines and aesthetics, I also design custom furniture and specialty pieces for Crown Point’s discerning clientele.
